It’s like a country (Hebrews 11:16, fn 11:13-16), like a city with lots of people 
(Hebrews 11:10, Rev 21), like a kingdom with order (II Peter 1:11), and like Paradise 
(Rev 2:7, fn 2:7[2nd].) It's our permanent home and is called the “Father's House” by 
Jesus.
